Student Evaluation:

Students will be evaluated through projects, tests, essays, and speeches.
Tests: Tests will include the traditional multiple choice, matching, true-false tests as well 


essays, compositions, book reports, and projects. These will count for 45% of the  


student’s semester grade. A book report will be required each quarter; the book 


topic will be assigned. Students will be allowed to revise compositions with


permission of the instructor.


Daily work/Homework/Quizzes: These will include a variety of reading and short 


            written assignments and will count for 45% of the student’s grade.. 


Final:  One final per semester. These will vary in type and will count for 10% of a 



student’s semester grade. 

Requirements:

Students are responsible for bringing their textbooks, notebook paper and writing utensils to class each day. A library book should accompany students at all times. Compositions are to be 

submitted electronically in MLA style to plhsteacher@aol.com as well as by hard copy on or before the due date.

Projects:

A Medieval dinner and a British tea party are planned for the semester. Students will be required to bring a suitable food dish for each these as well as the recipe for the food. A variety of other projects are planned for the year; however, these are still underdevelopment.
Behavior Plan:

Students are expected to follow the two “R” plan: Respect for themselves and others and demonstration of responsibility. The PLHS Handbook will be followed for all discipline issues.

Rewards / Extra Credit:

Students desiring extra credit should propose a topic for a project and how it will be carried out. Students may also redo composition assignments with the two grades averaged together; students have one week from an assignment’s return to revise.

Course Outline:

The study of British Literature will begin with a look at the writings of the Anglo-Saxons and will continue to the works of the mid-1900s. Major writers and works will be covered as well as the development of the English language as we know it.
